 -Is it easy to distinguish the site’s content from advertising? 
 -What is the purpose of the site? 
  

Where? 
 -Where does the information and content come from? 
 -Are sources cited? 
 

When? 
 -When was the site created? 
 -When was the site last updated? 
 -Are the links up-to-date or are they broken? 
 

Why?
