Interest Browse lets you 
browse careers by six primary 
interest areas. Read a brief de-
scription of each interest and 
then explore related careers. 

Job Prep groups together ca-
reers that need the same level 
of experience, education, and 
training. 

  

Looking to transition from the 
military to a civilian career? 
My Next Move for Veterans is 
designed for U.S. veterans who 
are current job seekers. The in-
teractive tool helps vets learn 
about their career options. 

Know what job you want to 
do? Type in a job title, such as 
“carpenter” or a word or two 
describing a career like 
“computer programming” and 
view the knowledges, skills, 
abilities, and other characteris-
tics of the career that interests 
you most.  (See back page for 
an example career report for 
electricians.) Have an idea of what industry 

you want to work in?  Look at 
careers grouped by industry, 
such as retail, manufacturing, or 
education, and see if you find the 
career you want!
